RESOLUTION 2008-11-20
A RESOLUTION IMPOSING WITHIN THE TERRITORIAL LIMITS OF THE CITY OF DUNWOODY, GEORGIA, A MORATORIUM OF SIXTY (60) DAYS (UNLESS SOONER TERMINATED) UPON THE APPLICATION FOR, OR ISSUANCE OF, LAND DISTURBANCE PERMITS, BUILDING PERMITS, USE PERMITS, LAND USE PERMITS, LAND DEVELOPMENT PERMITS, CLEARING OR GRADING PERMITS, SIGN PERMITS, ADMINISTRATIVE PERMITS, BUSINESS LICENSES, CERTAIN ALCOHOL LICENSES, AND ANY AND ALL OTHER PERMITS OR LICENSES DEPENDENT UPON, OR RELATED TO, ZONING OF LAND, IN ORDER TO ALLOW FOR THE CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF NECESSARY ZONING ORDINANCES, AND PREPARATION OF NECESSARY FORMS AND ADOPTION OF NECESSARY PROCEDURES FOR THE PROCESSING OF SUCH APPLICATIONS.
WHEREAS,
the City of Dunwoody, Georgia, was created by Act of the General Assembly known as Senate Bill 82 (2008); and
WHEREAS,
said legislation provides for a transition period of December 1, 2008 through November 30, 2010 for the purpose of providing a time period during which an orderly transition of various governmental functions from Dekalb County to the City of Dunwoody shall occur; and

WHEREAS,
the City of Dunwoody has adopted or intends to adopt certain portions of the Dekalb County Code of Ordinances, and in particular portions thereof related to zoning, land use and licensing of certain businesses (including alcoholic beverages licenses); and
WHEREAS,
it is necessary for said zoning, land use and licensing purposes to consider and adopt zoning and land development ordinances and business licensing ordinances, and to prepare applications forms for zoning and land development related permits and for said licenses and to adopt procedures for the processing of said applications; and

WHEREAS,
a reasonable amount of time is necessary in order to accomplish the aforesaid actions; and
WHEREAS,
a proper transition is necessary for orderly government; and

WHEREAS,
in order to provide the minimal necessary amount of time for the Mayor and Council of the City of Dunwoody to adopt rules, regulations and ordinances within the geographical boundaries of the City; and

WHEREAS, 
the failure to allow for such adopting of rules, regulations and ordinances would result in irreperable harm to the citizens of the City of Dunwoody; and

WHEREAS,
the State of Georgia recognizes that it may take up to two (2) years for this organization to be complete; and

WHEREAS,
time is necessary for Dekalb County and the City of Dunwoody to structure the orderly transition of authority;
NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Dunwoody, Georgia as follows:

1. The aforesaid recitals are not mere recitals, but are material portions of this Resolution; and

2. During the period of the within moratorium the Mayor and Council shall consider and adopt a zoning ordinance, a zoning map and related land development ordinances for use within the territorial limits of the City of Dunwoody, Georgia, as well as forms and procedures for the administration of said ordinances; and

3. During the period of the within moratorium no application for rezoning, or for land use permits, administrative permits, land disturbance permits, building permits, land development permits, clearing or grading permits, sign permits, or other such permits relating to the development or use of land shall be accepted, nor any such permit issued; and

4. During the period of the within moratorium, the Mayor and Council shall adopt a business licensing and occupational tax ordinance as well as forms and procedures for the administration of said ordinances; and

5. During the period of the within moratorium, no application for business licenses, occupational tax certificates, alcohol licenses or other such licenses shall be accepted or acted upon, nor shall any such business licenses, occupational tax certificates, alcohol licenses or other such licenses be issued; and

6. This Moratorium covers all Alcohol license applications except for license applications for locations that have a currently valid alcohol license at the time of incorporation of the City on December 1, 2008; and

7. The within moratorium shall begin upon adoption of this Resolution by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Dunwoody and shall end upon sixty (60) days’ expiration therefrom, unless sooner terminated by resolution of the Mayor and Council; and

8. In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained in this Resolution or Moratorium shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not effect any other provision of this resolution or moratorium but this resolution and moratorium shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision has never been contained herein.

9. The within resolution and moratorium shall become effective upon its adoption.
